ROZELLE INTERCHANGE 

CIMIC Group company CPB Contractors has been selected to deliver the $3.9 billion WestConnex 
M4-M5 Link Rozelle Interchange in a 50:50 joint venture with John Holland. 

The interchange will generate revenue of approximately $1.95 billion to the CIMIC Group.   

Construction will start next year and conclude in 2023.
